All supplied sensitive/credit information provided via our
website is transmitted via Secure Socket Layer (SSL) technology and then encrypted into our
payment gateway providers database, only to be accessible by those authorized with special access
rights to such systems, and are required to keep the information confidential.

All personal or sensitive information that is mailed to our office in the form of checks or in other
written or verbal form is handled only by authorized personnel, and they are required to keep the

information confidential. All computers and files are kept in a secure environment.

After a transaction is made, your private credit card and other financial information will not be
stored on our own servers.

We do not use cookies through our website.
